Online safety: While Safer Internet Day officially took place in February, the 
school believes that staying safe online should be a daily habit rather than a 
once-a-year event. Recently, within school we looked at the theme "Smart tech, 
safe choices," which allowed the children to learn how to use Artificial 
Intelligence (AI) responsibly and how to keep their personal data secure when 
using new digital tools. In Key Stage 1, the children were introduced to the 
benefits and potential dangers of voice assistants like Alexa, and then they 
discussed personal online safety plans alongside interactive activities on Purple 
Mash. Meanwhile, Key Stage 2 children tackled more complex scenarios 
involving group chats and smart technology, identifying potential issues and 
learning effective management strategies before testing their knowledge with 
the official Safer Internet Day quiz.

The Environmental & Financial Impact: By making small adjustments, we saved £2.53 and 2.255kg of CO2 in just 24 
hours. Over the course of a year, these small habits add up to a significant impact:

• Sets Boundaries: It helps establish "tech-positive" behaviours before they become independent users.

Tips for the "Tech Talk" 

Talking about the internet doesn't have to be a formal "sit-down" lecture. Here is how to make it part of your 

routine: 

• Make it Daily: Treat it like asking "How was school?" Ask, "What was the coolest thing you saw online 

today?" 

• Be a Student: Ask your child to show you their favourite app or game. Let them teach you how it works! 

• Identify "Safe Adults": Ensure they know who to talk to if something feels "weird" or upsetting online.

Why Talk About Online Safety? 

It might feel daunting, but talking regularly with your child is the single most effective way to keep them safe. By 

starting early, you prepare them to explore the internet with confidence and—most importantly—ensure they know 

who to speak to if something feels "off." 

How to make it easy: 

• Make it routine: Ask about their digital day just like you ask about their school day. "What made you laugh 

on your tablet today?" or "Who did you play with online?" 

• Listen more than you lecture: Give them space to share the apps they love. When they feel heard, they are 

more likely to come to you when they have a worry. 

• Keep it relaxed: If the conversation is casual, the "scary stuff" becomes much easier to report if it ever 

happens.
